 Bring your own table, canopy, chairs, signs, etc.
 Set up booth either after 7 a.m. Friday morning and ready to operate by 10

a.m. Friday, OR after 7 a.m. on Saturday morning and ready to operate at 

10 a.m. Saturday. Vendors can come one or both days for the same price. 

 Remove all vehicles (used for booth set-up) from the square one hour 

before opening time. (9 a.m. on Friday and/or 9 a.m. on Saturday) 

SPECIAL NOTICE: Do not park in front of a store! Parking map is included.
 Booth must remain set-up until 5 p.m. on Saturday. Call for exceptions.
 Restrictions: No weapons, fireworks, or pornographic material on the 

premises. The management reserves the right to ban the display or sale of 

any product not previously approved.
 Clean-up : Must clean your space before leaving. A dumpster is provided 

on the southeast corner of the courthouse for vendor trash. All vehicles 

and merchandise must be removed no later than 6p.m. on Saturday.
 No overnight camping is allowed on county property
 All county property is drug and alcohol free and the possession of either is 

strictly prohibited.

I HEREBY ASSUME ALL OF THE RISKS OF PARTICIPATING IN ANY/ALL
